Those organizations will have the opportunity to provide services to residents who do not have the financial resources
or transportation to access those services. Due to the lack of public transportation in the area, low-income families
find it difficult to travel to access these services that are located about 35-45 minutes away.

This initiative seeks to provide Mental Health Services, Substance Abuse, Family Resources/Youth Program, among
others.
